SECRETARY MINUTES

Motion was made by Trustee Kunzie, seconded by Trustee Shaw to approve the minutes of the February 24, 2011 executive session.  There was no discussion on the minutes.  Motion passed.
Motion was made by Trustee Shaw, seconded by Trustee Menzel to approve the minutes of the March 1, 2011 executive session.  There was no discussion on the minutes.  Motion passed.

Motion was made by Trustee Kunzie, seconded by Trustee Marunde to approve the minutes of the March 31, 2011 regular meeting minutes. ATTORNEY’S REPORT

Tentative Budget and Appropriation Ordinance for F.Y. 2011/2012 – Ordinance #180
Chief Webster reviewed for the benefit of the board the Timeline presented in the packets.  The only item there was no date for was the budget workshop.  Discussion was held on the possible dates for the budget workshop; May 10th or 17th.  The board concurred that May 17th would be the date of the budget workshop.

License Agreement – Troy Coolidge No. 6 LLC

Attorney Shaw advised that there is very little difference between the Hold Harmless Agreement that we usually prepare and the License Agreement being presented in this instance.

Ordinance 178 – Spiller Pays Ordinance

Discussion was held on what we currently do with regards to the billing for the spills.  In the past we worked with the City of Woodstock to bill for spills that occurred within the City limits.
