Foreign Fire Tax Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 1:06 P.M. by Brendan Parker

Board Members Present: Brendan Parker, Nate Burns, Nick Weir, Matt Hedges, and Scott Ritzert.

Board Members Absent: Ralph Webster and Jeff Lesniak.

Communications: Matt Hedges brought up a discussion about appropriation of funds. Matt expressed concerns that he has been hearing from the membership about how funds are spent. Matt has received a lot of questions and concerns from the membership that they feel the Foreign Fire Tax Board should be spending more money on the membership and less money on equipment for the district. Matt raised the question as to whether or not we should address this issue with a letter to the membership. After a group discussion it was felt that the Foreign Fire tax Board has been spending money in a manner in which it always has and if members have issues they are welcome to attend meetings and voice their opinions.

Approval of Minutes: Minutes from the March meeting were presented for approval.       Motion made by Matt Hedges to approve the March minutes. Motion seconded by Nick Weir. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nate Burns, and Scott Ritzert. Abstentions: None  

Financial Report: Available balance of $19,701.32 as of April 5th, 2010. No bills have been submitted since the last meeting. Still pending are the approved requests for the exercise equipment, kitchen supplies, fitness books and vehicle headsets.  Motion by Nate Burns to accept the April 5th Treasurers report. Motion seconded by Scott Ritzert. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nick Weir and Matt Hedges. Abstentions: None

Old Business

Ryan Mains spoke to the board as representative of the Health and Fitness Committee. Ryan stated that the previously approved treadmill has been received and the exercise bike is on back order. The invoice for both items will come when the bike is delivered. Ryan stated that the goals of the Health and Fitness Committee are to improve the ability to perform cardiovascular workouts at all stations. After the cardio equipment is upgraded their next step is to upgrade the weight equipment.  The board pulled the tabled requests for the resistance bands and the file cabinets. Ryan was asked to seek financial support from the district for these items prior to approval. Ryan Mains will discuss these items with Chief Webster and the items will remain tabled at this time.  

Board held discussion about the previously approved requests for the vehicle headsets. Nick Weir spoke with the company representative and he stated that the quoted price may rise if the headsets are not ordered soon. Nick Weir will speak with Chief Webster about ordering the headsets and the possibility of the district cost sharing. 


Board discussed previous request from Mike Shannon for an undercarriage attachment for the pressure washer. Brendan Parker spoke with Mike Shannon regarding this request. Mike stated that this item was needed so that the under side of the vehicles could be cleaned without having to take the vehicle out of service to lift it. Chief Webster previously denied this request. Motion made by Nate Burns to purchase the under the car cleaner for $369.99 plus shipping and handling. Motion seconded by Matt Hedges. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nick Weir and Scott Ritzert. Abstentions: None. 

Board held discussion about the tabled request for wild land turn out gear. Nate Burns and Scott Ritzert made the recommendation that we purchase twelve sets of gear. Nate and Scott made the recommendation to purchase shirt and pants combos as opposed to jumpsuits. Nate Burns and Scott Ritzert will bring in quotes for twelve pants, twelve shirts and twelve helmets to the next meeting. Request to remain tabled. 

New Business

Discussed request from Kip Bordeau to purchase twelve helmet holders for the frontline fire apparatus. The helmet holders will be used to lock the helmets inside the vehicle so they do not become projectiles during an accident. The request was for two different models. The two models functioned very differently. Motion was made by Matt Hedges to check with the companies and see if we can demo one of each model. If we were not able to demo the models we will purchase one of each and return the model that did not suit us. The remainder of the purchases will be tabled. The cost of this motion is $325 plus shipping and handling. Motion seconded by Scott Ritzert. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nick Weir and Nate Burns. Abstentions: None.   

Discussion

Brendan Parker handed out the new Foreign Fire Tax Expenditure Proposal to the board and they will be placed at all three stations and the old expenditure forms will be destroyed.

Motion made by Nate Burns, seconded by Nick Weir to adjourn.  Ayes: Brendan Parker, Scott Ritzert and Matt Hedges. Abstentions: None.
