Foreign Fire Tax Meeting Minutes
Training Room Station One

March 15, 2010
1:00 pm


The meeting was called to order at 1:06 P.M. by Brendan Parker

Board Members Present: Brendan Parker, Nate Burns, Nick Weir, Matt Hedges, Jeff Lesniak and Scott Ritzert.

Board Members Absent: Ralph Webster.

Communications: None

Approval of Minutes: Minutes from the February meeting were presented for approval. Jeff Lesniak noted a mistake showing that Ralph Webster and Jeff Lesniak voted yes for the January Financial report when they were absent from the meeting. Ralph Webster and Jeff Lesniak’s names were removed. Motion made by Nick Weir to accept the revised February minutes. Motion seconded by Scott Ritzert. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nate Burns, Jeff Lesniak and Matt Hedges. Abstentions: None  

Financial Report: Balance of $40,676.33 as of March 15, 2010. Two checks were written. The first was to the Crystal Lake Fire Rescue Association for $315 for the seminar at MCC. Seven seats were purchased for this seminar. One of our members had to back out so a member of the Wheeling Fire Department went in their place. The Wheeling Fire Department will be sending a check for $45 to cover this cost. A second check was written in the amount of $1424.02 for the stokes basket and truck belts. These items have still not been received. Still pending are the approved requests for the exercise equipment, the kitchen supplies and vehicle headsets. The available balance at this time is $20,140.00. Motion by Nate Burns to accept the March 15th Treasurers report. Motion seconded by Jeff Lesniak. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nick Weir, Matt Hedges and Scott Ritzert. Abstentions: None

Old Business

Board held discussion about the station kitchen supplies. Station One and Station Two have not made any purchases at this time. Jeff Lesniak submitted two receipts in the amount of $109.79 for Station Three kitchen supplies. A check for $109.79 was written to Jeff Lesniak for reimbursement.

Board held discussion about the Firecom headsets. Chief Webster wanted to see a SOG in place prior to purchasing the headsets. Nick Weir is working on the SOG and the headsets have not been ordered yet.


Board held discussion and the approved request for the exercise bike and treadmill. These items have been purchased but not yet received. 


New Business

The board held discussion on creating expenditure guidelines for future purchases. The board felt it would be beneficial to create these guidelines to ensure that money is being spent in many different areas. After discussion there were five categories that were created in which the board would appropriate funds. The five categories are Firefighter Safety, Equipment, Health and Fitness, Personnel/Station Items and Training. It was decided to appropriate 40% to Firefighter Safety, 25% to Equipment, 20% to Health and Fitness, 10% to Personnel/Station Items and 5% to Training. These will be considered guidelines on where the board spends money. A motion was made by Matt Hedges to approve the expenditure guidelines. Motion seconded by Scott Ritzert. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nate Burns, and Jeff Lesniak. Abstentions: None. Nick Weir had to leave the meeting for a call and did not participate in the vote. Due to the five aye votes the motion carries.  

Discussed request from Mike Shannon to purchase an Under Car steam cleaner attachment for the departments pressure washer. The attachment would be used to clean the undercarriage of department vehicles. This item was only supplied by one dealer. The cost for this attachment was $369.99 plus shipping and handling. After board discussion it was undetermined how necessary this item would be due to the fact that the department already owns lifts and the undercarriage can be accessed. Further discussion was needed with Mike Shannon to check the necessity of this purchase. Motion made by Jeff Lesniak to table this request until further information could be gathered. Motion seconded by Nate Burns. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Scott Ritzert and Matt Hedges. Abstentions: None. 


Discussed request by Pat Ryan to purchase a total of seven books relating to health and wellness. Pat Ryan was present during the meeting and explained that he wanted to purchase “Sports Nutrition Guidebook” and “Fundamental Weight Training” for each station. These six books would give the membership direction on eating healthy and developing a healthy diet plan. The last book requested “Essentials of Strength Training and Conditioning” was being requested for the use of the Health and Wellness committee so they would be able to develop better workout plans for the department. Pat Ryan was able to obtain three quotes at an estimated $200. Motion made by Matt Hedges to approve $200 plus the cost of shipping and Handling for the purchase of the seven books. Motion seconded by Nate Burns. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Jeff Lesniak and Scott Ritzert. Abstentions: None. 


Discussed request by Ryan Zbierski to purchase rowing machines for all three stations. This request was denied in the previous meeting. Ryan resubmitted the request with further information that the machines were wanted for all three stations and the new rowing machines were not to take the place of any existing equipment in the fitness rooms. The cost for each machine was $900 for a total of $2,700. After board discussion it was decided that the board would need to meet with the head of the Physical Fitness committee Ryan Mains to discuss plans of the Physical Fitness committee and to see what purchases that they would like to see happen. Motion made by Scott Ritzert to deny the rowing machine purchase. Motion seconded by Jeff Lesniak. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nate Burns and Matt Hedges. Abstentions: None. Nick Weir returned during the board vote but did not vote on this item having missed discussion. Motion carried.

Discussed request from Ryan Zbierski for rubber assistance bands to assist members in doing pull-ups. The cost of this request is $67.50 for a three band pack. Reverting back to the last request the board would like to hold discussion with the Physical Fitness Committee prior to making any more Health and Fitness purchases. Motion made by Jeff Lesniak to table this request until the next meeting when we could hold discussion with the Physical Fitness committee. Motion seconded by Matt Hedges. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nate Burns, Nick Weir and Scott Ritzert. Abstentions: None.

Discussed request by Ryan Mains to purchase file cabinets for the work out rooms. The file cabinets were wanted so that members could keep track of their work outs. Motion made by Nate Burns to table this request until the next meeting. Motion seconded by Nick weir. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Scott Ritzert, Matt Hedges and Jeff Lesniak. Abstentions: None.


Discussed request by Aaron Krejci to purchase a second side intake valve for Engine 35. Engine 35 has one side intake valve at this time. Aaron felt it would be beneficial to have the second intake valve so that one did not need to be placed on each time that 35 goes into service. The cost of this valve was $1,200. After board discussion it was decided that the purchase of a second intake valve would be unnecessary at this time. Nick Weir to discuss with Aaron the possibility of removing an intake valve from one of the tenders to put on 35. Motion made by Nate Burns to deny this request. Motion seconded by Jeff Lesniak. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nick Weir, Scott Ritzert and Matt Hedges. Abstentions: None. 

Discussed one of three requests by Scott Ritzert to purchase wild land firefighting gear for the on duty crews. The three requests were for brush shirts, helmets and goggles. The board held discussion about what type of gear would be wanted and how many sets would be needed for the department. It was decided that jump suits would be more appropriate that shirts and pants. It was also decided that the board would like to purchase 12 sets of gear. Nate Burns and Scott Ritzert to research and bring updated information to the next meeting. Motion made by Jeff Lesniak to table all three requests until the next meeting. Motion seconded by Matt Hedges. Ayes: Brendan Parker, Nate Burns, Scott Ritzert and Nick Weir. Abstentions: None.  

Discussion

Matt Hedges discussed the idea to create a generic P.O. number to be used for all Foreign Fire Tax purchases. The generic P.O, number would help with billing purposes. Matt Hedges to work with Kim Mueller to create this.


Matt Hedges discussed the idea of altering the Foreign Fire Tax Expenditure Proposal Form.  Matt Hedges suggested we add the total price on the front as well as quantity requested. Brendan Parker wants to see an area on the form for committee endorsement if the request falls under an area that a Woodstock Fire/Rescue District committee oversees. Nate Burns wants to see a column added that reflects the new expenditure guidelines so the board could better see what area this request falls under. Brendan Parker will make these changes.
